✓Each delegate selects an issue and collaborates

with youth from across the county in an effort to help

better direct future 4-H programming. Delegates

spend the majority of time contributing to stimulating,

task-oriented groups. One day is spent on Capitol Hill

meeting with Wisconsin legislators.

✓Delegates must be in 10th-12th grade during the

program. The maximum age to participate is 18 as

of January 1, 2020.

✓Scholarship funding may be available through local 

awards programs. Check with your county 4-H office.

 Delegates participate in self-development seminars,

tours, and perform community service while

exchanging ideas with youth from across the country.

 Delegates must be in 10th – 12th grade at the time

of participation. The maximum age to participate is
18 as of January 1st, 2020.

 Scholarship funding may be available through local

awards programs. Check with your county 4-H office.

➢ Approximately 400 youth attend this pre-college

program in Madison, WI each summer.

Participants take part in educational seminars and

assemblies and meet people from across

Wisconsin. They are encouraged to take what they

learn and share it with others in their communities.
